Their discussion will include how the younger
generations are breathing new life into basic shamanic concepts and making them their own while overcoming
the stigma of the concept of shamanism as only for indigenous peoples and issues with shamanism not being ve
or having value as a way of life. Through discussion and shamanic exercises, the panel will encourage today's
youth to consider incorporating shamanism into their lifestyle and work.

HEALING TRADITIONS OF THE SHIPIBO

Enrique Flores, Herlinda Fernandez, with Jose Luis Stevens, PhD, and Lena Stevens

Enrique Flores and his wife Herlinda Fernandez, healers from the Shipibo tribe in the Peruvian Amazon wil pres
ent and demonstrate their healing techniques of singing, massage, and extraction as well as talk about their trad
tion of working with numerous medicinal plants including the use of ayahuasca. Theirs is a powerful tradition of
working with the non-physical patterns of spirit and energy for healing and balance.

WOVEN SONGS OF THE AMAZON

A special showing oWoven Songs of the Amazon, a documentary film by filmmaker Anna Stevens. The film is
about the Shipibo Icaros and song patterns and how they are used for healing. Following the film, Herlinda and
Enrique will conduct a live demonstrations and presentation of the icaros for the participants and there will be
time to ask questions of the filmmaker, Anna Stevens as well as the Shipibo healers.

Garifuna mythology teaches that all plants are endowed with a unique healing spirit. Each herb emerges from th
earth with an offering of better health for humanity. This workshop offers a closer look at how this relationship of
plant and person is harnessed, the secrets of how these herbs work together, and a deeper understanding of
why/how herbs add power to healing.
